e InFY2017, Alabama allocated $1.5 million in state funds to tobacco prevention, which is 2.7% of the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention’s (CDC) Annual Spending Target.*

+ Alabama received an estimated $306.3 million in tobacco settlement payments and taxes in FY2017.
+ The health care costs in Alabama, directly caused by smoking, amount to $1.88 billion annually.*

YOUTH ACCESS LAWS

e The sale to minors of electronic smoking devices, including electronic cigarettes, is prohibited.
