* Smoking is prohibited in all childcare facilities, government workplaces, casinos, healthcare facilities,
restaurants, schools, private workplaces, retail stores, recreational/cultural facilities, and bars (smoking of
certain tobacco products is allowed in certain bars).

YOUTH ACCESS LAWS

e The minimum age requirement for the purchase of tobacco products is 18, and penalties exist for both minors
and merchants who violate this law.

e The sale to minors of electronic cigarettes is prohibited.
